If the WACMC is to have a plentiful 
harvest this fall, it’ll need the support 
of the entire community.

Planning for Channel 14’s third annual 
“Live TV Auction” this year dubbed “A 
Harvest of Values” -- is now underway, 
and auction organizers are banking 
on wheelbarrows full of donations, and 
an abundance of volunteers and home 
TV shoppers to help them reap funds 
necessary for the future growth of the 
WACMC.  This year’s goal has been 
set at $15,000.

The challenge this year is to build 
upon the phenomenal success of the 
first two “Live TV Auctions,” each of 
which exceeded its goal.

The third annual auction has been 
expanded to 17 hours from last year’s 
15 hour-marathon.  It will air live 
from the Channel 14 studio at the 
Franklin Field House on Saturday, Oct. 
20 from 10:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m., 
and Sunday, Oct. 21 from 10:00 a.m. 
to 3:00 p.m.

More auction time means more items 
will be needed to fill those added hours.  
Auction organizers are estimating 
that 476 items will be needed;  seven 
items per table -- up from last year’s 
total of five -- will be up for bids each 
hour during a “Harvest of Values.”

A variety of items are now being 
sought, including products, services, 
gift certificates, cash and in-kind 
donations.  Auction organizers are 
requesting that items have a minimum 
value of $25; items for the auction’s 
“Super Board” should have a minimum 
value of $300.  Donations must arrive 
in the office of the WACMC, Franklin 
Field House1964 S. 86th St., no later 
than Friday, Oct. 12.

Proceeds raised will be used by the 
WACMC to upgrade its playback 
systems.  An improved playback 
system will integrate digital playback 
sources to improve the overall 
technical quality of citizen-produced 
programs airing on channel 14, 
according to WACMC Executive 
Director Mary Shanahan-Spanic.

A donation to the third annual “Live TV 
Auction” will not only help strengthen 
the future of community television in 
West Allis, but give a company or 
organization widespread recognition 
throughout the city.

It is important to note that donations 
arriving at the WACMC office no later 
than 0ct. 1st will receive maximum 
exposure on the organization’s on-air 
community bulletin board, during the 
auction and in all printed materials 
distributed throughout West Allis.

Non-Linear Editing
Comes to WACMC!
Non-Linear Editing
Comes to WACMC!NONLINEAR   EDITING
Non-linear editing has at 
last made its way to the 
WACMC.  Training on our 
new computer-based edit 
system, called the Velocity, is 
now available.  

Here are a few guidelines to 
keep in mind when shooting 
your next video for editing 
on the Velocity... 

• All video footage must be 
logged before you work on 
the Velocity. 

• Producers may record a 
maximum of one hour of 
footage to the Velocity.  

• Projects must be completed 
within a month of their 
first edit session on the 
Velocity.  Careful planning 
on your part is important 
to the timely completion of 
programs.  To accommodate 
this guideline, extended 
editing sessions will be 
available for producers 
working on the Velocity 
system.

• Some programs may not 
be suitable for the Velocity.  
These include long, one-
camera events, such as 
concerts, sports games, and 
plays that do not require 
much editing.  You will save 
yourself some time if you 
edit these kinds of shows on 
our tape-based system.
